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Course Overview:

This course will focus on the process and practice of oral presentation of scientific research results.
This skill is essential for Doctoral students in all disciplines. Guidelines for optimal scientific
presentation are generally not taught or practiced in an educational setting. Specific areas to be
covered in this course include presentation intent, audience analysis, timing, content, keys to
effective communication, vocal behavior, and attitudes to avoid. The course includes
conference-style platform or podium presentations, poster presentations, and seminar presentation.
Students will prepare and practice their presentations and receive constructive feedback in a safe and
supportive environment. Processes for writing and reviewing a scientific paper will also be
discussed. This course is suitable for Doctoral students in all areas. Some activities will be conducted
in English.
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
